T-Ball Division

Rules and Regulations

1. The UMBA General Rules shall govern all rules for play in the T-Ball Division in addition to rules in the Bambino Division of Babe Ruth Rules except for those listed herein.

2. Game length is two innings. There are no standings, playoffs, paid umpires. Please stress sportsmanship. Do not broadcast winners or losers.

3. Each player to bat each inning. Players advance one base at a time, until the last player at bat. Coach for team at bat announces that the last player and the remaining base runners circle the bases.

4. All players advance, regardless if they beat the throw to put out or the ball is caught on the fly. There are no outs.

5. Managers should be sure to change the lineup each game so as many players get the opportunity to bat near the bottom of the lineup as possible.

6. All players should play all positions throughout the season.

7. Should a batter dribble the ball just in front of the tee, give them another chance. Try to make a fair zone of ten feet from the tee.

8. Managers should enlist parents to help in the field with the children.

9. All batters and base runners are to wear helmets.

10. No one but the batter should have a bat, do not have on deck batter warm up.

11. Managers and coaches should stress fun with the children. 

12. Managers should award the "game ball" to a different player each game. Suggestion to have a different player bat last each game and award the game ball for the home run hitter.

13. The children waiting to bat should be seated in batting order out of harm's way of flying bats or balls.
